AGREEMENT

between the Central Ealing Neighbourhood Forum (CENF) and

the Ealing Performance & Arts Centre Ltd (CEPAC).
1. CENF appoints CEPAC to act on its behalf and commission Purple Market Research (“Purple”), a market research company based in Hendon NW4, to conduct a demand survey into the arts-related needs and level of interest among the general public within the west London catchment area for the development of an Ealing/West London arts centre which would offer facilities for the performing arts.  

2. The survey will be in accordance with the proposal from Purple dated 6 February 2013, as submitted by CENF in support of its successful application for government grant support (“the Grant”), through the government’s Supporting Communities in Neighbourhood Planning programme (the Community Development Foundation delivered by Locality), as amended on 23 July and attached to this Agreement.  This amendment has enlarged the coverage to include

a. additional cultural and leisure activities which would improve the appeal of the town centre to a wider public;

b. a broader geographical area to the west of Ealing.

3. CEPAC confirms receipt of £7,000 from the Grant through Locality, which it will allocate exclusively to the costs of the survey.  CEPAC will be responsible for directing Purple in the conduct of the survey and for the settlement of all accounts submitted by Purple.  
4. CEPAC will launch an appeal to raise the balance of funds required (approximately £3.500 inclusive of VAT).  As a registered charity, CEPAC will reclaim tax on all donations its receives through the Inland Revenue Gift Aid scheme, and advise all corporate donors of the potential availability of corporate tax relief. CENF undertakes to give the maximum possible support to CEPAC in its efforts to raise the necessary funds including any appeal to CENF’s individual and stakeholder members.
5. Progress of the operation of the survey will be the responsibility of the CEPAC board through its Secretary, Tony Miller.  Monitoring by CENF should be carried out by the Cultural & Community Facilities topic group, which in turn will report to the CENF Management Committee. CENF will continue to be responsible to the Community Development Foundation/Locality, as required in the grant conditions.

6. At the conclusion of the survey and the receipt by CEPAC of Purple’s report, CEPAC will provide a full copy to CENF together with any proposals for further study or implementation of any recommendations. CENF will be free to take such action on the report as it sees fit.  

If for any reason CEPAC fails to deliver on its obligations under this Agreement CENF may require reimbursement of any or all of the original Grant which may have been paid to CEPAC.
